Exploring new dimensions and inspired by patterns
and colors found in nature led this native Minnesotan toan
ancient Japanes e printmaking technique called Gyotaku, or fish
rubbing.

A Concordia College grad, Rebecca has been making Gyotaku
art, dyeing fabrics and Eco printing for about six years. "I am
an advocate for life-long learning. This incudes workshaps,
cdasses, art galleries, the web, collaborating with like-minded
friends, and learning through observation and study of the world
around me, especially in nature. Trial and error has alsobeen a great teacher."
