Like so much of history, details
get clouded over time and the whole ordeal is sometimes relegated to little more than a
footnote.

Produced by Paulette Friday, “Bread & Roses — Stories & Songs of the Women'’s
Suffrage Era” lifts up the shade and exposes some real life stories of that historical time in
our country.

The ordeal of women’s right to vote was fraught with strong emotion, and Friday's story
and song production depicts the spectrum of emotion of this important movement. “The
stories I write are based on historical facts, and they are paired with music legitimate to
the era. This combination of story and song provides an entertaining as well as an
educational arts experience.”

McKnight Artist Fellowships MCKNIGHT

Founded on the belief that Minnesota thrives when its

artists thrive, the McKnight Foundation’s arts and

culture program is one of the oldest and largest of its

kind in the country. Support for individual working FELLOWSHIPS
Minnesota artists has been a cornerstone of the

program since it began in 1982. The McKnight Artist Fellowships Program provides
annual, unrestricted cash awards to outstanding mid-career Minnesota artists in 14
different creative disciplines. Program partner organizations administer the fellowships
and structure them to respond to the unique challenges of different disciplines. Currently
the foundation contributes about $2.8 million per year to its statewide fellowships.

There are currently three McKnight Artist Fellowship opportunities available for
application.

McKnight Fellowships for Writers

Five $25,000 awards are presented annually to accomplished Minnesota writers and
spoken word artists. Four awards alternate annually between creative prose (fiction and
creative nonfiction) and poetry/spoken word. The fifth award is presented in children’s
literature and alternates annually for writing for ages eight and under and writing for

The McKnight Fellowship in Playwriting recognizes and supports mid-career playwrights

living and working in Minnesota who demonstrate a sustained body of work, commitment,
and attributes of artistic merit. The fellowship, which runs July 1, 2022-June 30, 2023,
includes: a $25,000 stipend, an additional $2,500 to support a play development
workshop and other professional expenses, and $1,400 in travel funds.
